New Fitness Center under construction adjacent to the Dodds Athletic Center. The planned completion date is
August 2012. This state-of-the-art facility will contain kinesiology/dance/aerobics class space; athletic
training/strength training/workout areas; an indoor walking track; new locker rooms and team rooms; and
coaches’ offices. The project also includes renovation to the lower level of the athletic center.

Last year the upper level gymnasium received a million dollar make-over with new lighting, seating, painting,
flooring and score boards. The fitness center addition is one of the four projects in Parkland College’s Master Plan
for campus development. Other projects include a 17,000 sq.ft. Diesel Technology venue adjacent to the Noel
Agricultural Technology Applications Center which was completed last fall; a 64,000 sq.ft. Applied Technology
Center; and a 96,000 sq.ft. Student Services Center.

Karrie Redeker — Head Coach

Karrie Redeker begins her fifth season at the helm of Parkland after leading the Cobras to a
third consecutive Region 24 championship title and a third consecutive trip to the NJCAA
Division II National Tournament, earning a 3rd place finish in March 2011—best ever in
program’s history. Redeker and her staff have turned Parkland into a national power under
their direction, as PC has now garnered a 4th place finish in 2008-09 and a 6th place finish
in 2009-10. With last season's 34-3 record which established another school record for most
wins in a season, Redeker now sports an overall record of 114-26 [.814] during her tenure.

For the record-setting 2010-11 season, Redeker was honored with four Coach of the Year
awards in the categories: IBCA NJCAA Div.II; District M; Region 24; and M-WAC conference.

Her teams were also successful in the classroom
where they've averaged 3.06+ gpa over the past
four years: 2.911 for 2007; 3.015 for 2008; 3.044
for 2009; and 3.172 for 2010.

Prior to coaching at PC, Redeker was the girls’
basketball coach at Unity High School in Tolono,
where the Rockets compiled a 158-62 [.718] record
and won five regional titles. Redeker played
collegiately at Southern Illinois University-
Carbondale where she was a four-year letter
winner. During her playing days there she helped
lead the Salukis to a Gateway Conference title and
two NCAA appearances.

Redeker was an Honorable Mention All Gateway
Conference selection in 1992 and is the career
leader in 3-pointers made at SIU-C. Redeker grew
up in rural Crescent City, where she is the all-time
scoring leader for boys and girls at Crescent-
Iroquois High School with 1981 points. She was
inducted into the IBCA Hall of Fame in 2003 for
her playing accomplishments.

Coach Redeker currently teaches fifth grade at
Unity West Elementary School in Tolono; she
earned a master’s degree in educational
administration from Eastern Illinois University
in December 2007.
