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Refund Guidelines
•	 Refunds are processed by the Business Office, 217/351‑2233.
•	 If the college cancels a course, refund of all tuition and fees will be processed automatically.
•	 No refund will be made when a student is dismissed or suspended for disciplinary reasons.

Summer Courses
•	 For all summer session courses, a 100 percent refund of tuition and fees will be made if a 

student officially drops without record by the end of the day following the first day of class.

Noncredit Courses
•	 A 100% refund of fees for workshops/noncredit classes will be made if an official drop is 

made before the first day of the workshop/class.

Tuition and Fees
Course Repeat Fees
Parkland does not receive state funding for students who repeat a course more times than 
is state-approved; therefore, you may be assessed a course repeat fee equal to the state 
funding for the course, in addition to regular tuition and fees. Exceptions may be recom-
mended by a department chair or the director of counseling and advising. 

•	 If you earned an A, B, or C in a nonrepeatable course and wish to repeat the course, 
you will be assessed a course repeat fee. 

•	 If you received a D, F, or W in a nonrepeatable course, you may repeat the course once  
without paying a repeat fee. However, you will be assessed the fee for subsequent repeats. 

•	 Once you have exceeded the repeat limit for a repeatable course, you will be charged a 
repeat fee.

Residency Requirements 
Residency status is determined at the time students are admitted to the college. Special 
residency considerations may be made for members of the Armed Forces residing within 
the district, University of Illinois (UIUC) students, UIUC students’ spouses and dependent 
children (may not apply to students on visas), employees of the University of Illinois and 
their spouses, and Illinois residents who are no longer academically eligible to attend the 
University of Illinois.
