This is to acknowledge that Parkland College District No. 505 is in receipt of your commercial Freedom of
Information Act (FOIA) request received July 11, 2022, via electronic mail for the following records:

“Under the Illinois Freedom of Information Act, we formally request, for commercial purposes, that
your office provide us with public spending information, including both capital and operating
expenditures, for payments made by or on behalf of the Parkland College during fiscal year 2022.
Specifically, for any payee, other than an employee or student, who was paid a cumulative total
amount of $10,000 or more, we seek the payee name, address, and the cumulative total dollar amount
paid to the subject payee over the relevant time period. The $10,000 threshold was established to
minimize reporting for respondents. This is the same format information that you were kind enough
to provide to us via email for fiscal year 2021.”
