carly March, Venus
continues toward Mars
while Jupiter slips away

into the sunset.
Spring begins with Saturn
emerging from beyond the solar
glare in the early morning sky. By
season’s end Saturn will be high in the
sky at sunrise. In May, watch for Jupiter to
start sneaking up ahead of the sun. Mercury will
join Jupiter for several days in mid-to-late May.
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Look for these with
binoculars:

Beehive cluster in Cancer
M-13 cluster in Hercules
Coma Berenices cluster
Milky Way star clouds visible from clear, rural skies S
